
Job market figures show that the number of jobseekers in
Ryedale fell from 1,229 in April 1997 to just 510 toda y – a
reduction of some 719 (59%) from the unemployment queues
of the Tory 1990s. 

Figures show even better news for the area's young people and
long-term unemployed. Largely thanks to Labour's
New Deal, long-term youth unemployment fell
from 80 to 20 – a decrease of three-quarters. 

Long-term unemployment for people aged over
25 has been
eradicated almost
entirely in Ryedale -
falling from 265 to 40
- an incredible 85%
fall.

Education funding

Record number s
of police and
crime falling
When the Conservatives were last in
Downing Street the number of police in
North Yorkshire fell. Police numbers in our
county are now up to record levels with over
200 more police on the beat here. They are
backed up by 50 new community support
officers, to help tackle low-level crime and
anti-social behaviour. The Tories are already
committed to cutting £35 billion from public
services, which will inevitably include our
police. We also need more positive things
for young people to do in Ryedale.  The
Liberal Democrats want to re-classify drugs
such as ecstasy as “soft” and don’ t believe
in life imprisonment for murderers. I believe
that this is no way to deal with crime.

Under Labour, funding per pupil in North Yorkshire
schools has increased by a third above inflation, from
£2,710 per child to £3,600 this year . Standards are up
with real improvements at every age level. We want the
best star t for every child, with free, part-time early
education for every three and four year-old.

Since 1997 there has been remarkable progress in
education. There are now around 28,000 more
teachers than in 1997. In Ryedale's Local Education
Authority alone the number of teachers in maintained
schools increased by 440 between 1997 and 2003.
